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This website uses cookies to make it work efficiently. This includes analysing usage so that improvements can be made if necessary. Cookies are initially sent to your browser from web servers as messages. These messages are stored in a file on your web browser called a cookie.txt. As you visit another page on the website your browser sends the cookie back to the server. The cookie is sent back and forth to the server each time an HTTP request is made i.e. visiting different pages on the site or sending information etc. Information about your visit to the website is stored in these files. If you have given your name and contact details via the website this will also be sent as a cookie file to the server.
There are two types of cookies used by wix: 

Session (Transient) cookies – These do not identify the user and are erased at the end of the session.  

Persistent (Permanent or Stored) – These are stored on your hard drive until they expire or until you delete them. Information that may identify the user is stored in these such as how the Web is surfed and how a specific site is used.
